The meeting was called to order at 8:49 a.m. by Ms. Cabrera. 
Item 1 on the agenda was a Roll Call.  Attendance, as listed above. 

Item 2 on the agenda was the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Item 3 on the agenda was the approval of minutes from the board meeting held April 1, 2015.  Ms. Brousseau moved that the minutes be approved as presented.  Ms. Strang seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Item 4 on the agenda was discussion and possible action regarding the medical re-evaluation of disability retiree Dale Peet.   The board reviewed Dr. Raymond Schumacher’s report, dated 04/28/15.  Ms. Brousseau moved to adopt that report as findings of fact, specifically pages 2 of 4 and 3 of 4 as read into the record.  It was seconded by Ms. Strang and carried unanimously.  Based upon the findings of fact, Ms. Brousseau moved to continue the disability benefit for Dale Peet.  Ms. Strang seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Item 5 on the agenda was a read-in by Ms. Cabrera of the name change for Fatima Reyes to Fatima Desmarais.
Item 6 on the agenda was a read-in by Ms. Cabrera of the Change of Beneficiary Designation for Fatima Desmarais, as set forth in her form dated 04/23/15.   

Item 7 on the agenda was the Application for Separation – Refund for Deyanira Legarda, Brenton John Schmich and Robert Youdelman.  Ms. Strang moved to approve the applications.  Mr. Faulstich seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Item 8 on the agenda was the submission of invoice from Dr. Raymond Schumacher for the independent medical re-evaluation for Dale Peet.  Ms. Strang moved to approve and submit the invoice for payment.  Mr. Faulstich seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  
Item 9 on the agenda was a review of pending legislation and discussion.  There was no discussion on pending legislation.  

Item 10 on the agenda was a review of correspondence with the Corrections Officer Retirement Plan.
